Encaustic Painting Workshop
Saturday & Sunday, March 13 & 14

Encaustic is a method of painting with a
beeswax-based paint kept molten on a heated
palette. In this two day introductory
workshop, participants will learn to prepare
supports, mix colors, apply wax, fuse, etch,
layer, and incorporate found objects. The
workshop will allow time for demonstrations
as well as work time to experiment.

Printmaking Copies and
Transfers Workshop
Saturday, March 20th

In this fast paced workshop we will explore
methods for transferring photocopied or inkjet printed
images onto paper, wood, and other materials
without a printmaking press. These are methods you
CAN do at home! Transferring images can be hit or
miss requiring patience and willingness to incorporate
happy accidents into completed works. Plenty of time
